
One leaf centered on longer stalk, and two leaves to
each side attached to the stalk. 
Leaves are rounded, jagged, serrated, or lobed.
Newer leaves are red, turn green in the summer, then
red or yellow in autumn.
Grows on ground (as ground cover or bush) or can
grow as a long, hairy vine climbing up trees.

Looks like poison ivy but with 3 lobed leaves.
Differs from poison ivy because it has velvety  stems
and berries.
Grows on ground in clearings, forests, or fields.
